Shooting the event 
pages for Vogue had to come to an end as the urge to shoot more 

portraits and fashion took over.

Spanish Vogue, Glamour, Brides, Tatler, Marie Claire, In Style, 
Harpers Bazaar, The Times, Evening Standard and Women’s Wear 
Daily. Alongside my portrait and fashion work I continued to shoot 

society events helped by the contacts built up over the years.

Are you VAT registered? No and payment of the balance is to 
be made three weeks before the celebration. I own copyright 
and reserve the right to use them for promotion. Full terms 

and conditions to be supplied. 
Are you insured? Yes. 

Are the digital files saved? Yes, all the work is backed up more
